Management, a trash packer
will canvas the streets and
begin picking up items placed
on the curb at 7:00 A.M. on
Saturday, April 26.

Volunteers are always
needed. The task usually
takes about 2 hours. Every-
one should meet downtown a
bit before 7:00 A.M . Coffee
and donuts will be provided at
City Hall foliowing the
cleanup.

Since the collection begins
early, it would be best to have
all items on the curb by Friday
evening, April 25.

For the safety of volunteers,
please have glass separated
into a sturdy cardboard box.

In years past, a few house-
holds placed refuse in the
yard weeks before the sched-
uled date. Rain and snow
reduced the trash to muck
causing great difficulty for
volunteers. Placing trash near

Be sure all recyclables are going in to the recycling bin.

the street 2-3 days in advance
of the collection should be ade-
quate. Trash in the city right-of-
way beyond this window is a
violation of city ordinance.

Appliances can be collected for
a $15 fee. Each appliance
needs a sticker that can be pur-
chased from city clerk Tracy
Ward at 5 West Madison Street.
Appliances need to be curbside
by noon, April 25.

Since all of the trash will be go-
ing directly to the Landfill of
North lowa, there are some re-
strictions. The following are
classified as hazardous waste
and cannot be collected:

Oil or oif cans
Car batteries
Tires
Compulers
Televisions

Paint canso{un{ess fid is re-
moved and paint is dried)

Brown goods such as computer
moniters and televisions can be
taken to the landfill personally
without an appointment and
may have a small recycling fee.
Other electronics such as com-
puters, keyboards, stereos, etc.
can be recycled personally at
the landfill at no fee. Small ap-
pliances such as toasters, vac-
uums, etc. cannot be recycled.

Household hazardous wastes
such as fluorescent bulbs, anti-
freeze, pesticides, etc. can be
delivered personally to the land-
fill by appointment. There is no
fee. Visit the landfill website for

Dogs continue to be
an on-going source of

irritation within the bounda-
ries of Rock Falls. It is a matter
of dog-owners respecting the
rights of non-dogowners.

Persons who do not own a dog

usually do not appreciate listen-
ing to a dog that barks continu-

ously for extended periods.

Fertunately, the majority of dog
owners obey the rules. The City
of Rock Falls has a dog-control
ordinance that requires dogs to
be confined at all times and
does not allow continuous bark-
ing. Such barking is defined to
be a nuisance if the barking is
continuous for a 15-minute pe-
riod or intermittent over a 80-
minute period.

Penalties for violation of the
dog-control ordinance can in-
clude a summons and fine from
the county sheriff or impound-
ment of the animal.
