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Election Year for
Council and Mayor

The Rock Falls city election
for 2013 will be held on
Tuesday, November 5. Three
council positions will be
open along with the mayor
position in 2013. The terms
of council members Don
Bannan, Mark Brosz, and
Jessica Prazak will be open
for election. To date, one
council person and the mayor
have indicated they will not
seek re-election.

Rock Falls utilizes the
petition process for
elections whereby candidates
who wish to pursue an elected
office begin the process by
filing a petition of
candidacy with the city
clerk. The petition must
contain at least ten
signatures of Rock Falls
voters. A person’s signature
on a petition is not a vote
for the candidate; it merely
substantiates that the
candidate meets the legal
requirements of the election
process.

Monday, August 26, 2013, is
the first day a candidate can
file nomination papers with
the city clerk. The
completed nomination papers
need to be returned to the
city clerk on or before
Thursday, September 19, 5 PM

The city park and playground
continues to be a focal point of
interest for the City Council.
